Public International Law: This component provides a foundation in the legal
framework that governs relations between states. Key subjects include diplomatic and
consular law, human rights law, and international security law.

Cross-Cultural Communication: A critical part of diplomacy is understanding and
navigating cultural differences. Courses in this area focus on intercultural
communication theory, non-verbal cues, and the social and cultural aspects of
negotiation.

Specialized and Practical Skills: This is where students develop the "tradecraft” of
diplomacy. Practical courses and workshops cover topics like protocol, media relations,
public diplomacy, and strategic communication. Many programs also require
internships to provide real-world experience.
